Abies alba ‘Kamena Lhota’

A very tight congested plant from the Czech Republic. Dark green needles, grows approx 5cms per year

Abies alba ‘Svata hora’  *

 A miniature to very dwarf variety, new from the Czech Republic, and likely to become a round to flat globe. Dark green needles, and probably 3-5cms per year. 

Abies alba ‘Strela’  * 

A miniature to very dwarf variety, new from the Czech Republic, and likely to become a round to flat globe. Dark green needles, and probably 3-5cms per year.

Abies balsamea ‘Bayfield’  *

Abies balsamea ‘Bruce’s Variegated’  *

Abies concolor ‘Fagerhult’

A slow growing weeping plant, with powder blue needles, needs staking upright to produce a small weeping tree.

Abies concolor ‘Lower Shaded’  *

Abies concolor ‘Nova Hospoda’  *

A miniature to very dwarf variety, new from the Czech Republic, and likely to become a round to flat globe. Light blue needles, and probably 3-5cms per year.

Abies concolor ‘Pinola Dwarf’

Abies concolor ‘Rochester Park’

New from the US, Flat topped, semi prostrate, light blue foliage, around 15cms per year, will probably form leader  after a few years, which can be removed  if so desired.

Abies concolor ‘Stanwood’

An American selection. Flat topped globe, blue-green needles. Growth approx. two inches per year.

Abies concolor ‘Spaleny vrch’  *

A miniature to very dwarf variety, new from the Czech Republic, and likely to become a round to flat globe. Light blue needles, and probably 3-5cms per year.

Abies concolor ‘Szuma’  *

A miniature to very dwarf variety, new from the Czech Republic, and likely to become a round to flat globe. Light blue needles, and probably 3-5cms per year.

Abies homolepis ‘FR Newman’

A new witches’ broom discovered on a tree previously thought to be Abies boris-regis in the grounds of Cornell University. Ithaca, New York state. Very compact thick mid green needles,grows about 1-2 inches per year.

Abies koreana ‘Kohout’s Ice Breaker’ 

One of the best new conifer intoductions for many years, discovered as a witches’ broom on A.k. ‘Silberlocke’ at  Jorg Kohout’s  nursery Wolher, in Germany. So far a flat topped miniature cushion displaying the same silvery blue recurved foliage as ‘Silberlocke’. Choice.

Abies koreana ‘Nanaimo’

Reasonably slow growing upright open tiered pyramid with dark green needles. Reputedly a very good coner. Probably 100 –130cms in ten years.

Abies lasiocarpa  ‘Compacta’

A  deservedly popular plant, slow growing at first, upright and conical with silver blue leaves. A plant here at Foxhollow is 15 feet x 8 feet at  20 years old.

Abies lasiocarpa ‘Duflon’  *

Choice miniature lasiocarpa, small bun with mid green needles, 3cms or less per year.

Abies lasiocarpa  ‘Prickly Pete’

Globe shaped and compact, blue needles growing about 1 inch per year at present.

Abies nordmanniana ‘Golden Spreader’

Slow growing, eventualy forming a central leader, golden yellow foliage all year intensifing during the winter months, one of our favorites and should be in every collection. 

Abies pinsapo ‘Horstmann’

Powder blue thick needles, low growing at first but eventually puts up several leaders after some years, which can be removed if desired. Otherwise irregular and broadly conical.

Abies vietchii ‘Rumberk’  *

Pale blue needles, on a very tight congested small cushion of a plant, growing about 3cms per year, choice.

Cedrus deodara ‘Feelin’ Blue’

Gently mounding spreading habit, and a good blue colour, 1 foot high by 5-6 feet wide in ten years. One of the best cedar introductions in many years.

Cedrus deodara ‘Golden Horizon’

Initially low growing and spreading with gracefully arching branches, grafted plants soon develope a leader after a few years to become a tall upright tree. We prefer to keep our plant here at Foxhollow pruned to retain the semi-prostrate habit.

Cedrus deodara ‘Pygmy’
Very miniature tight ball of light blue foliage when grown well, grows 1 inch or less per year. Not always sold true to name. Very choice plant.  

NOT AVAILABLE THIS YEAR

Cupressus glabra ‘Spire’ (syn. Angaston)

One of the best upright blue weepers in our opinion. Fairly narrow habit. Grows about a foot a year. Will require stem training for a few years.

Cupressus lusitanica ‘Brice’s Weeping’

Leader will need to be trained every year for required height. All branches are pendulous, and forms a wide skirt at the base in time, foliage grey/blue. Growth approx a foot per year.

Ginkgo biloba ‘Chase Manhattan’

 A very slow growing upright form with small dark green leaves which are often cupped upright. Should be in the region of 90-100cms high after ten years 
Ginkgo biloba ‘Chotec’

Ginkgo biloba ‘Ding-a-ling’

New dwarf selection from the US. Intermediate growth, apparently produces sausage like growths on the trunk Further information to be added soon.

Ginkgo biloba ‘Gnome’
Found as a chance seedling at Commercial Nursery, near Nashville, Tennessee, US. Very compact and full. Leaves smaller than the species.

Ginkgo biloba ‘Halka’

Information to be added soon.
Ginkgo biloba ‘Jade Butterflies’

A lovely dwarf upright vase shaped Ginkgo, very compact with clumps of dark green leaves that are reminicent of a butterfly’s wings. Slow growing to about 150cms after ten years. Fairly new introduction from New Zealand.

Ginkgo biloba Everton Broom’

Discovered as a Witches’ broom by us. Leaves small on a very dense compact plant. All main branches seem to grow at 45 degree angles. A 10 year plant will be in the region of  150 x 150cms.

Ginkgo biloba ‘Kohout’s Pendula’

New, information to be added later.

Ginkgo biloba ‘Rocky’

Ginkgo biloba ‘Spring Grove Sport’

Ginkgo biloba ‘Sunstream’

A variegated cultivar, with nice green and yellow striping to the leaves.

Ginkgo biloba ‘Troll’

Discovered as a witches’ broom. Very slow growing and compact. Will probably be around 3 feet high and wide after ten years.

Larix eurolepis ‘Domino’

Needles are green deepening to blue-green by late summer, slow gowing globose  little larch.

Metasequoia glyptostroboides ‘Goldrush’ (syn. ‘Ogon’)

Introduced into the UK around 2000. A superb deciduous conifer with fantastic golden-yellow foliage all summer, turning to orange-brown in autumn, reaching 15-20 feet in ten years.

Picea abies ‘Perry’s Gold’

Seems to grow as a semi prostrate in its early years, and slow to start, but should become conical in time. Lovely new growth a golden yellow, gradually tones down as the season progresess to become suffused with white on the upper sides of exposed branches. About 10-15cms per year.

Picea abies ‘Pusch’

Originated as a witches’ broom on ‘Acrocona’. Cones freely even as a young plant. Low growing to start, but should eventually produce a leader after some years. Slow growing, about 8cms per year.

Picea abies ‘Silberkissen’

Nice thick blue needles, small globose plant when young, should become conical with age. Grows about 10cms per year once established.

Picea abies ‘Witchel’

A slightly confusing history to this one. A witches’ broom from ‘Humilis’, the original plant is on the rock garden at the Hiller Gardens near Romsey, Hants. First propagated and introduced into cultivation by Uwe Horstmann, Horstmann Nursery, Schneverdingen, Germany, hence the German name given to the plant. A true choice miniature spruce, extremely tight and congested, growing about 1cm per year.

NOT AVAILABLE THIS YEAR

Picea abies ‘Weeping Blue’  *

Needs a bit of space if left to its own devices. Can be trained upright and selectively pruned if desired to make a beautiful pendulous tree. Nice blue, and unusual for this type of Norway spruce.

Picea abies ‘Wingles Weeper’ *

Another weeper from the US. Will need staking if an upright plant is required, otherwise it can be left to meander and snake every which way if room is no problem.

Dark green foliage, will probably grow 30 –45 cms per year once established.

Picea abies ‘Zillertal’

Flat topped, becoming more irregular with age, very dwarf spruce with lovely blue/grey needles growing about 5cms per year.

Picea engelmannii ‘Bush’s Lace’

Lovely pendulous form introduced by Dick Bush, Oregon, US. Needs leader staking for height. Needles are light to silvery blue, grows approx  30-40cms per year.

Picea engelmannii ‘Talbot Lake’

Superb plant!, and the smallest engelmann spruce I have come across by a long way.

A miniature round bun, needles are small and silvery blue. Grows about 2cms per year.

Picea glauca ‘Palecek’

A dense globose selection with blue-green foliage. Maybe 25 x 20cms after ten years.

Picea glauca ‘Pendula’

An imposing accent plant, always remains narrow and makes a beautiful slender specimen. The needles are green and exhibit a bluish cast. As a mature tree the branches cascade down the trunk in defined tiers. Growth about 30-45cms per year once established.

Picea omorika ‘Miriam’  *

Information to be added soon.
Picea omorika ‘Nana’

More or less globose for the first  few years, gradually developing into a striking broad pyramid with age displaying the white stomatal bands on the undersides of the needles giving the plant a distinctive silvery sheen. Very underrated but highly recommended .

Picea omorika ‘Pendula Bruns’

The narrowest  weeping form of Serbian spruce, probably no more than 45cms wide even when mature. Needles are green with the silvery blue undersides giving the usual two tone affect. Leader can tend to snake around at all angles, but generally manages to make its way skywards.

Picea orientalis ‘Tom Thumb Gold’  *

Originated as a witches’ broom on ‘Skylands’. Beautiful miniature bun with golden foliage, growing 3cms per year or less. All our plants this year grafted onto short stems.

Picea orientalis ‘Smee WB’  *

A new witches’ broom discovered by us. The original broom is very dense with exceptionally short branches. Grafts here are very slow and only growing about 3cms per year. Too early to tell how good this plant will be, but looks extremely promising.

Picea orientalis ‘Skylands SDL’ *

One of many ‘Skylands’ seedlings released by Iseli Nurseries, unfortunately without any codes or names. However plant should be a lot slower growing version of ‘Skylands’ with good rich golden foliage.

Picea pungens ‘Christina’

A very nice  small flat topped globose spruce from the US with silver blue needles. Will grow in the region of 5cms per year.

Picea pungens ‘Edith’

A broad conical blue spruce with silver blue needles, and probably the brightest blue of any form. Doesn’t seem to require staking or training like many other of the taller pungens varieties. Growth about 40cms per years.

Picea pungens ‘(Prostrate) Blue Mist’

A favorite here at Foxhollow. A good deep blue colour, side branches are fairly short giving the plant a really lush full appearance. Originally thought to be a prostrate form but soon develops a leader making a broad irregular skirted pyramid

Picea pungens ‘The Blues’

Introduced by Stanley & Sons Nursery, Oregon, US. A very nice narrow weeping blue spruce, all side branches are pendulous, powder blue needles, and needs to be staked for height. An improvement on ‘Gluaca Pendula’ grows 30-40cms per year.

Picea sitchensis ‘Peve Wiesje’  *

Very nice tight compact cushion. A broom found by Piet Vergeldt in Holland, the usual silver blue needles. Grows about 3-5cms per year.

Pinus banksiana ‘Tobermory’  *

New variety from the Czech Republic. Slow growing, upright, slightly open irregular mound. Quite a character plant. Needles are green, and grows about 10cms per year.

Discovered as a witches’ broom on a Pinus k. Winton in the collection of Gary Gee, Stockbridge, Michigan, US. Very nice tight compact bun, blue green needles, growing about  5cms per year.

Pinus monophylla ‘Wiggles’

Pinus mugo ‘Edsal Wood’

A tight dense little plant with short green needles and comparatively large buds, grows  1 inch per year or less. Originally thought to be a densiflora cross.

Pinus mugo ‘Dachstein 3’

Very compact tight bun, needles green, grows about 3cms per year.

Pinus mugo ‘Horstmann’

Very dense dwarf globose pine, dark green needles, growth about 3cms per year.

Pinus mugo ‘Mops Pudelek’

A miniature mugo, I believe from Poland. Small mound growing 3cms or less per year.

Pinus nigra ‘Bobo’

One of the very best  dwarf parvifloras, discovered as a witches’ broom in the garden of Ron and Judy Regenhold, Cincinnati, Ohio, US. Grows about 5cms or less per year

Pinus ponderosa ‘Buckingham Park’  *

Originated from a witches’ broom found by Nate Cassel, Rocky Mountains, Colorado, US. 

Pinus ponderosa ‘Hi Desert’

A witches’ broom from the Jerry Morris Rocky Mountains collection

Pinus pseudopumilio ‘Faroon’

A miniature round ball, all different, growing about 3cms per year or less!

Pinus pseudopumilio Hrosecdi’

A miniature round ball, all different, growing about 3cms per year or less!

Pinus pseudopumilio ‘Miramor’  *

A miniature round ball, all different, growing about 3cms per year or less!

Pinus pseudotpumilio ‘Petr’  *

A miniature round ball, all different, growing about 3cms per year or less!

Pinus strobus ‘Angel Falls’

Very graceful plant with a strong weeping habit. Dense light green foliage, slower growing and a vast improvement on ‘Pendula’. Rare and extremely choice.

Pinus strobus ‘Door’  *

Information to be added soon.

Pinus strobus ‘Horsham x Contorta’  *

A very handsome upright irregular little pine with beautiful delicate twisted needles. Could prove to be one of the more distinct twisted needled strobus varieties to emerge so far. Probably no more than 6-8cms per year.

Pinus strobus ‘Minto’

Pinus strobus ‘Wiggles’

Another choice selection with twisted silver blue needles. Compact and globular, probably growing about 10cms annually

Pinus sylvestris ‘Bundle’

One of a series of new witches’ broom discovered by us. Dwarf globe, with blue-green needles., growth about 10cms per year.

Pinus sylvestris ‘Dano WB’  *

One of the several sylvestris witches’ brooms to be found at Bedgebury Pinetum, and probably the best. Longish blue-green needles on a very compact plant so far, looks a promising new addition to the range of sylvestris cultivars.

Pinus sylvestris ‘Denny Boy’  *

A John Proudfoot introduction .A very tight congested little sylvestris, a miniature dome shaped plant with very short blue-green needles. Growth 3cms per year.

Pinus sylvestris ‘Fairy Nuff’

Another excellent John Proudfoot introduction. Again a very tight congested little sylvestris. Branches quite thick for the size of the plant, has a slightly layered look certainly in it’s former years. Blue-green needles, only grows about 3cms per year. – NOT AVAILABLE THIS YEAR

Pinus sylvestris ‘Jeremy’

Still one of the very best sylvestris cultivars in our opinion. Flat topped  cushion with conspicuous reddish buds and dark green needles. Will be in the region of 45cms high x 75cms wide after 20 years. 30mc stems only.

Pinus sylvestris ‘Vargguld’

Nice golden scots pine all year round,, originated in Sweden, fairly slow growing to about 120cms in ten years.

Pinus uncinata ‘Adam’

A miniature round ball, all different, growing about 3cms per year or less!

Pinus uncinata ‘Eiselt’

A miniature round ball, all different, growing about 3cms per year or less!

Pinus uncinata ‘Kamila’
A miniature round ball, all different, growing about 3cms per year or less!

Pinus uncinata ‘Schweiz’

A miniature round ball, all different, growing about 3cms per year or less!

Pseudotsuga menziesii ‘Eibernest’

Branches upright, very compact and dense with light blue green  needles, growing about  5-8cms per year.

Pseudotsuga menziesii ‘Foxy Fir’

Nice doug fir from Jerry Morris, Colorado, US. Slow growing, lovely pale blue needles. Globose, and growing 5cms per year. Might become conical in time.

Pseudotsuga menziesii ‘Graceful Grace’  *

Probabably the best upright weeping Douglas fir, strikingly pendulous, green needles with silvery undersides fairly rapid grower.

Pseudotsuga menziesii ‘Idaho Gem’

Outstanding miniature bun, green needles grows 3cms or less per year.

Pseudotsuga menziesii ‘Stormy’

Another very nice miniature Douglas fir, mid green, fat topped bun, growing about 

3-5cms per year

Psuedotsuga menziesii ‘Seattle Mountain’ 

Nice golden form, upright intermediate grower, so will become a sizeable tree in time. 30-45cms per year approximatly.

Pseudotsuga menziesii ‘Uwe’s Golden’

Very similar, if not the same as ‘Seattle Mountain’

Sciadopitys verticillata ‘Gold Star’

Slow growing, with bright golden foliage
